WATERCOLOR 101 -A BEGINNERS GUIDE TO MASTERING THE MEDIUM  • JANUARY 28-30, 
WEDNESDAY THROUGH FRIDAY (10AM-12 & 2-4PM)  
Explore the range and spontaneity of watercolor as you experience the visual excitement of this 
medium!  Learn basic techniques such as drybrush, wash, layering, glazing, color theory, and value 
while developing a skill set to achieve depth, detail and intensity in your artwork. For beginning 
watercolor painters. 
 
ACRYLICS 101 •  FEBRUARY 4-6, WEDNESDAY THROUGH FRIDAY (10AM-12 & 2-4PM)) 
Always wanted to paint in Acrylics? This is the class for you! Master the basics of  acrylic  painting 
thru the use of a series of exercises to build your skills and guarantee your success. Learn the 
secrets of value, color, intensity and composition. Gain an understanding  of the acrylic painting 
process, from the compositional study to the finished painting with a user friendly instructor. 
Understand how light works and how to design edges for maximum impact. Beginning painters in 
acrylics.  
 
A PAINTING AN EVENING IN WATERCOLOR  •                     EVENING CLASSES

the use of value, pattern, composition and color. We will construct a journal and learn how to use it 
effectively to paint daily. We will also make a watercolor journal to use in painting our daily paintings.

A PAINTING A DAY IN ACRYLICS • FEBRUARY 18-20, WEDNESDAY THROUGH FRIDAY, 
 (10AM – 12 & 2-4PM) 
Paint like the masters! Learn the secrets of using under painting and tonal studies as used throughout 
history by the Renaissance Masters. Create a finished painting in this one-day workshop that catches 
the eye by way of values, color, and design.  Learn how to use value to create volume, mix colors to 
create a unified palette, methods of paint application 
 
PLEIN AIR PAINTING • FEBRUARY 25-27 WEDNESDAY THROUGH FRIDAY, (10-12 & 1-3)                                                              
Bring sack lunch, hats, sunscreen, sunglasses and a chair to sit on outdoors 
Experience the joy of painting outdoors, directly from nature. Learn techniques to enhance your 
compositions and capture the beauty of light and shadow. Create exciting color chords, by mastering 
the use of a limited palette. Learn how to use pen & ink with watercolor or acrylics in an open air 
setting. Some basic experience helpful. Recommended you take at least one of the preceding 
workshops first.

JANUARY 31 • DRAWING AND PAINTING
